Avoid

Bowties and vests
Boots and sandals
Short skirts or capri pants
Heels over 3 inches tall
Flashy make-up & jewelry
Loud colors or "busy" designs

Navy Suit—Black, Brown, or Navy
Shoes
Dark Gray Suit—Black or Brown shoes
